RESOLUTION NO. 2026-005

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FULLERTON,
CALIFORNIA, APPROVING CHANGES TO PUBLIC WORKS FEE
SCHEDULE AND AMENDING THE CITY OF FULLERTON’S MASTER
SCHEDULE OF FEES AND CHARGES FOR FISCAL YEAR 2025-26

WHEREAS, California State law authorizes the City of Fullerton to collect fees and
charges for services, provided such fees and charges do not exceed the reasonable cost
of providing such service.

WHEREAS, it is necessary from time to time to amend the City Schedule of Fees and
Charges and revise the amounts charged to assist in the cost recovery of performing
such services as cost of services can increase annually and for other economical or
defensible reasons.

WHEREAS, the most recent update to the Public Works Engineering Fee Schedule was
in 2017.

WHEREAS, the Public Works Engineering Fee Schedule either does not recover full cost
of providing these services and / or experienced cost of doing business increases and
user fees are no longer at full cost recovery.

WHEREAS, the City may also amend fees or charges to align with economic market
rates, industry best practices and / or attribute to economically defensible cost of doing
business increases (i.e. to account for increases in labor or inflation costs).

WHEREAS, staff noticed the Fiscal Year (FY) 2025-26 Public Works Engineering Fee
Schedule Public Hearing for November 18, 2025.

WHEREAS, on November 18, 2025, City Council continued the Fiscal Year (FY) 2025-
26 Public Works Engineering Fee Schedule Public Hearing to a date uncertain.

WHEREAS, City Council held a public hearing on January 20, 2026 and desires to adopt
the FY 2025-26 Public Works Engineering Fee Schedule which incorporates such
proposed fee changes.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FULLERTON RESOLVES
AS FOLLOWS:

1. City Council adopts all fees set forth in this Resolution and will take effect
on the 60t day following adoption of this Resolution. The existing rate
shall remain in effect until that date.

2. The City Clerk shall certify to the adoption of this Resolution.
